BACKGROUND:

In 2015 the state legislature established the Long-Term Facilities Maintenance (LTFM) Revenue
Program (123B.595) for school districts, intermediate, cooperatives and charter schools. This program
replaced Health and Safety, Deferred Maintenance, and Alternative Facilities Bonding and Levy
programs.

The District must annually update the plan, submit the plan to the commissioner for approval by July 31,
and indicate whether the District will issue bonds to finance the plan. In February, 2018 the District
received approval of the mid-year LTFM correction from the Commissioner. In March the District
issued $16.13 million in LTFM bonds for investment in facilities for 2018-2020.

Attached is the District’s 10-Year Long-Term Facility Maintenance (LTFM) expenditure and revenue
plans as well as a more detailed planning document that breaks down the next several fiscal years.

The District owns 39 type C and D buses, and 13 type 111 vehicles (type samples included). While we
provide significant transportation services in-house, we have multiple agreements in place to provide
additional transportation services. Mr. Tom Watson from Watson Consulting and Mr. Mike Turitto, the
District’s Transportation Coordinator, will be in attendance at the July 16, 2018 School Board meeting
to assist in presenting transportation contract recommendations and address School Board member
questions.

On June 13, 2016, the District approved contracts with First Student, Twin City Transportation, and
Treasured Transportation to provide student transportation services. The agreements were for two years
and included an option for two one year extensions. Find the 2018 addendums to the agreements
included.

Additionally, the District utilizes other providers as needed. Should our plans with these providers reach
the level of requiring Board approval, we will bring agreements for Board approval.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Move to approve the extended contracts with First Student, Twin
City Transportation, and Treasured Transportation to provide student transportation services
commencing August 1, 2018 and ending July 31, 2019, with an option to extend the contracts for an
additional year, consistent with Minnesota Statutes 2017, Section 123B.52.

Definitions of School Bus Vehicles

(MS 169.011 sub. 71)

TYPE A: A Type “A” school bus is a van conversion or bus constructed
utilizing a cutaway front section vehicle with a left-side driver’s door.
This definition includes two classifications: Type A-l, with a Gross
Vehicle Weight Rating (GVWR) less than or equal to 14,500 pounds; and
Type A 1l, with a GVWR greater than 14,500 pounds and less that or
equal to 21,500 pounds.

TYPE B: A “type B school bus” is a conversion or body constructed and
installed upon a van or front-section vehicle chassis, or stripped chassis,
with a gross vehicle weight rating of more than 10,000 pounds, designed
for carrying more than ten persons. Part of the engine is beneath or
behind the windshield and beside the driver’s seat. The entrance door is
behind the front wheels.

TYPE C: A Type “C” school bus is constructed utilizing a chassis with a
hood and front fender assembly. The entrance door is behind the front
wheels. A “type C school bus” also includes a cutaway truck chassis or
truck chassis with cab, with or without a left side door, and with a
GVWR greater than 21,500 pounds.

TYPE D: A “type D school bus” is a body installed upon a chassis, with
the engine mounted in the front, midship or rear, with a gross vehicle
weight rating of more than 10,000, designed for carrying more than ten
persons. The engine may be behind the windshield and beside the
driver’s seat; it may be at the rear of the bus, behind the rear wheels, or
midship between the front and rear axles. The entrance door is ahead of
the front wheels. A type D school bus has a maximum length of 45 feet.

TYPE I1I: Type Il school buses and type Ill Head Start buses are
restricted to passenger cars, station wagons, vans, and buses having a
maximum manufacturer’s rated seating capacity of ten or fewer people,
including the driver, and a gross vehicle weight rating of 10,000 pounds
or less. A “type Il school bus” and “type 11l Head Start bus” must not be
outwardly equipped and identified as a type A, B, C, or D school bus or
type A, B, C, or D Head Start bus. A van or bus converted to a seating
capacity of ten or fewer and placed in service on or after August 1, 1999,
must have been originally manufactured to comply with the passenger
safety standards.

Multifunction School Activity Bus: A multifunction school activity bus
is a school bus that meets the definition of a definition of a multifunction
school activity in Code of Federal Regulations, title 49, section 571.3. A
vehicle that meets the definition of a Type Il vehicle is not a
multifunction school activity bus.

404 EMPLOYMENT BACKGROUND CHECKS

PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to maintain a safe and healthful environment in the school
district in order to promote the physical, social, and psychological well-being of its
students. To that end, the school district will seek a criminal history background check
for applicants who receive an offer of employment with the school district and on all
individuals, except enrolled student volunteers, who are offered the opportunity to
provide athletic coaching services or other extracurricular academic coaching services to
the school district, regardless of whether any compensation is paid, or such other
background checks as provided by this policy. The school district may also elect to do
background checks of volunteers, independent contractors, and student employees in the
school district.

GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

A. The school district shall require that applicants for school district positions who
receive an offer of employment and all individuals, except enrolled student
volunteers, who are offered the opportunity to provide athletic coaching services
or other extracurricular academic coaching services to the school district,
regardless of whether any compensation is paid, submit to a criminal history
background check. The offer of employment or the opportunity to provide
services shall be conditioned upon a determination by the school district that an
individual’s criminal history does not preclude the individual from employment
with, or providing services to, the school district.

B. The school district specifically reserves any and all rights it may have to conduct
background checks regarding current employees, applicants, or service providers
without the consent of such individuals.

C. Adherence to this policy by the school district shall in no way limit the school
district's right to require additional information, or to use procedures currently in
place or other procedures to gain additional background information concerning
employees, applicants, volunteers, service providers, independent contractors, and
student employees.

PROCEDURES

A. An individual will not commence employment until the school district receives
the results of the cr|m|nal h|story background check Hewever—the—seheel—ehstnet




based—en—the—result—of—the background—cheek- Background checks will be
performed by the Minnesota Bureau of Criminal Apprehension (BCA). The BCA

shall conduct the background check by retrieving criminal history data as defined
in Minn. Stat. § 13.87. The school district reserves the right to also have criminal
history background checks conducted by other organizations or agencies.

In order for an individual to be eligible for employment or to provide athletic
coaching services or other extracurricular academic coaching services to the
school district, except for an enrolled student volunteer, the individual must sign a
criminal history consent form, which provides permission for the school district to
conduct a criminal history background check, and provide a money order or check
payable to either the BCA or to the school district, at the election of the school
district, in an amount equal to the actual cost to the BCA and/or the school district
of conducting the criminal history background check. The cost of the criminal
history background check is the responsibility of the individual, unless the school
district decides to pay the costs for a volunteer, an independent contractor, or a
student employee. If the individual fails to provide the school district with a
signed Informed Consent Form and fee at the time the individual receives a job
offer or granted permission to provide services, the individual will be considered
to have voluntarily withdrawn the application for employment or request to
provide services.

The school district may use the results of a criminal background check conducted
at the request of another school hiring authority if:

1. the results of the criminal background check are on file with the other
school hiring authority or otherwise accessible;

2. the other school hiring authority conducted a criminal background check
within the previous 12 months;

3. the individual executes a written consent form giving the school district
access to the results of the check; and

4. there is no reason to believe that the individual has committed an act
subsequent to the check that would disqualify the individual for
employment or provision of services.

For all non-state residents who are offered employment with or the opportunity to
provide athletic coaching services or other extracurricular academic coaching
services to the school district, the school district shall request a criminal history
background check on such individuals from the superintendent of the BCA and
from the government agency performing the same function in the individual’s

resident state or, if no government entity performs the same function in the
resident state, from the Federal Bureau of Investigation. The offer of employment
or the opportunity to provide services shall be conditioned upon a determination
by the school district that an individual’s criminal history does not preclude the
individual from employment with, or providing services to, the school district.
Such individuals must provide an executed criminal history consent form.

F.E. When required, individuals must provide fingerprints to assist in a criminal
history background check. If the fingerprints provided by the individual are
unusable, the individual will be required to submit another set of prints.

G:F. Copies of this policy shall be available in the school district’s employment office
and will be distributed, upon request, to applicants for employment and
individuals who are offered the opportunity to provide athletic coaching services
or other extracurricular academic coaching services. The requirement to submit to
a criminal history background check may be included with the basic criteria for
employment or providing services in the position posting and position
advertisements.

H.G. The individual will be informed of the results of the criminal background check(s)
to the extent required by law.

+H. If the criminal history background check precludes the individual from
employment with, or providing services to, the school district, the individual will
be so advised.

KJ. At the beginning of each school year or when a student enrolls, the school district
will notify parents and guardians about this policy and identify those positions
subject to a background check and the extent of the school district’s discretion in
requiring a background check.

A form
notice for this purpose is included with this policy.

STUDENTS AND EMPLOYEES WITH COMMUNICABLE OR INFECTIOUS
DISEASES

PURPOSE

The school board will adopt measures effectively responding to health concerns regarding
communicable or infectious diseases while respecting the rights of all students,
employees, and contractors, including those who are so infected. The purpose of this
policy is to adopt such measures.

GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

A

Students

H-is The policy of the school board is that students with communicable diseases
not be excluded from attending school in their usual daily attendance setting so
long as their health permits and their attendance does not create a significant risk
of the transmission of illness to students or employees of the school district. A
procedure for minimizing interruptions to learning resulting from communicable
diseases will be established in consultation with community health and private
health care providers by the school district in its IEP and Section 504 team
process. Procedures for the inclusion of students with communicable diseases will
include any applicable educational team planning processes, including the review
of the educational implications for the student and others with whom the student
comes into contact.

Employees.

His The policy of the school board is that employees with communicable diseases
not be excluded from attending to their customary employment so long as they are
physically, mentally and emotionally able to safely perform tasks assigned to them
and so long as their employment does not create a significant risk of the
transmission of illness to students, employees, or others in the school district. If a
reasonable accommodation will eliminate the significant risk of transmission,
such accommodation will be undertaken unless it poses an undue hardship to the
school district.

Circumstances and Conditions

1. Determinations of whether an infected individual’s school attendance or
job performance creates a significant risk of the transmission of the illness
to students or employees of the school district will be made on a case by
case basis. Such decisions will be based upon the nature of the risk (how
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it is transmitted), the duration of the risk (how long the person is
infectious), the severity of the risk (what is the potential harm to other
people) and the probabilities the disease will be transmitted and will cause
varying degrees of harm. When a student identified as having a disability,
such a determination will be made in consultation with the Individual
Educational Planning (IEP) team.

2. The school board recognizes that some students and some employees,
because of special circumstances and conditions, may pose greater risks
for the transmission of infectious diseases than other persons infected with
the same disease. Examples include students who display biting behavior,
students or employees who are unable to control their bodily fluids, who
have oozing skin lesions or who have severe disorders which result in
spontaneous external bleeding. These conditions need to be taken into
account and considered in assessing the risk of transmission of the disease
and the resulting effect upon the educational program of the student or
employment of the employee. These considerations may be in consultation
with the physician of the student or employee, the parent/guardian of the
student, and/or with the Minnesota Department of Health.

Student with Special Circumstances and Conditions

The Director ef—Speeial-Services Student Support Services, along with the
infected individual’s physician, the infected individual or parent(s)/guardian(s),
and others, if appropriate, will weigh risks and benefits to the student and to
others, consider the least restrictive appropriate educational placement, and
arrange for periodic reevaluation as deemed necessary by a Minnesota Department
of Health epidemiologist. The risks to the student shall be determined by the
student’s physician.

Extracurricular Student Participation

Student participation in nonacademic, extracurricular and non-educational
programs of the school district are subject to a requirement of equal access and
comparable services.

Precautions

The school district will develop routine procedures for infection control at school
and for educating employees about these procedures. The procedures shall be
developed through cooperation with health professionals, taking into
consideration guidelines of the Minnesota Department of Education and the
Minnesota Department of Health. (These precautionary procedures shall be
consistent with the school district’s procedures regarding blood-borne pathogens
developed pursuant to the school district’s employee right-to-know policy.)
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G. Information Sharing

1. Employee and student health information shall be shared within the school
district only with those whose jobs require such information and with
those who have a legitimate educational (including health and safety) need
to know and shall be shared only to the extent required to accomplish
legitimate educational goals and to comply with employees' right to know
requirements.

2. Employee and student health data shall be shared outside the school
district only in accordance with state and federal law and with the school
district's policies on employee and student records and data.

H. Reporting

If a student or staff member has a reportable communicable disease or their
medical condition threatens public health, a report will be made to the county and
state health departments, and it must be reported to the Commissioner of Health.

l. Prevention

The school district shall, with the assistance of the Commissioners of Health and
Education, implement a program to prevent and reduce the risk of sexually
transmitted diseases in accordance with the Minn. Stat. 121A.23.

J. Vaccination and Screening

The school district wilsl develop procedures regarding the administration of
Hepatitis B vaccinations and Tuberculosis screenings in keeping with current state
and federal law. The procedures shall provide that the Hepatitis B vaccination
series be offered to all who have occupational exposure at no cost to the

employee.

PROCEDURES FOR POLICY 420: STUDENTS AND EMPLOYEES WITH
COMMUNICABLE OR INFECTIOUS DISEASES

INCIDENT: INFECTIOUS DISEASE - EPIDEMIC / PANDEMIC

I. General Information

A. Definitions:

1.  Epidemic - An outbreak or unusually high occurrence of a disease or
illness in a population or area. (may include pertussis, mumps,
meningitis, encephalitis, etc.)

2. Pandemic - an epidemic that is geographically widespread; occurring
throughout a region or even throughout the world. (May include:
pandemic influenza, avian flu, SARS, etc.)

B.  The information in this incident plan is a general overview of preparedness
planning and early detection. The response to an epidemic incident or a
pandemic incident will have a varying response depending on the type of
disease/illness and how widespread it is. County, state and federal public
health agencies will become involved as cases are identified and
geographical areas determined. The district is working with these officials to
develop a complete preparedness and response plan.

I1.  Preparedness Hints:

A.  Protect yourself — wash hands, often, using soap and warm water.
B.  Cover your mouth when coughing or sneezing.

C. Maintain a healthy life style, including eating healthy, getting exercise and
getting enough rest.

Maintain a good fluid intake.
Use disinfectants or cleaning wipes on phones, desks, etc.

Check with your doctor to ensure that your immunizations, including annual
influenza immunization, are up to date. If not, get the appropriate
immunizations.

I11. During School Hours

A.  Students or staff showing signs of illness will report to the Health Office.

The school nurse or building administrator will notify the Director of Student
Support Services (651-407-7552) and the Superintendent (651-407-7563) or
Assistant Superintendent for Teaching and Learning (651-407-7567).

The district will work with the appropriate local, county and state agencies.

A determination will be made whether or not to cancel school and/or to send
students home.

Plans for long-term school or district closing will be determined as needed.

Designated District Administrator/Communications Coordinator will
disseminate appropriate information to staff and students.

The police department, in coordination with designated District
Administrator/Communications, Coordinator will release information to
media.

507 CORPORAL PUNISHMENT

No employee or agent of the school district shall cause corporal punishment to be
inflicted upon a student to reform unacceptable conduct or as a penalty for unacceptable
conduct.

513 STUDENT PROMOTION, RETENTION AND PROGRAM DESIGN

. PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to provide guidance to professional staff, parents and
students regarding student promotion, retention and program design.

1. The superintendent, with participation of the professional staff and parents,
shall develop and implement programs to challenge students that are
consistent with the needs of students at every level. A procedure—for
screening—and—identifying process to assess and evaluate students for
program assignment can be developed in coordination with such programs.
Opportunities for special programs and placement outside of the school
district shall also be developed as additional options. All programs will be
aligned with creating the world’s best workforce.

b.  Assessments and procedures that are valid and reliable, fiar, and based
on current theory and research. Assessments and procedures should be
sensitives to gender participation and to under-represented groups,
including, but not limited to low-income, minority, twice, exceptional,
and English learners.

The school district will adopt procedures for the academic acceleration of
gifted and talented students. These procedures will include how the school
district will:

a.  Assess a student’s readiness and motivation for acceleration; and

b.  Match the level, complexity, and pact of the curriculum to a student to
achieve the best type of academic acceleration for that student.

The school district will adopt procedures which describe the comprehensive

evaluation in cognitive, social, and emotional development domains to help

determine a child’s ability to meet kindergarten grade expectations and
progress to first grade. The procedures must be sensitive to under-
represented groups.

703 ANNUAL AUDIT

PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to provide for an annual audit of the books and records of the
school district in order to comply with law, to provide a permanent record of the financial
position of the school district, and to provide guidance to the school district to correct any
errors and discrepancies in its practices.

GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

The policy of this school district is to comply with all laws relating to the annual audit of
the books and records of the school district.

REQUIREMENT

A

The sSchool bBoard shall appoint independent certified public accountants to
audit, examine and report upon the books and records of the school district. The
sSchool bBoard may enter into a contract with a person or firm to provide the
agreed upon services.

After the close of each fiscal year, the books, records and accounts of the school
district shall be audited by said independent certified public accountants in
accordance with applicable standards and legal requirements. The superintendent
and staff shall cooperate with the auditors.

The school district shall, prior to September 15 of each year, submit its unaudited
financial data for the preceding year to the Commissioner for of Education on
forms prescribed by the Commissioner. The report shall also include those items
required by Minn. Stat. § 123B.14 Subd. 7.

The school district shall, prior to November 30 of each year, provide to the
Commissioner audited financial data for the preceding fiscal year. The school
district shall, prior to December 31 of each year, provide to the Commissioner and
the State Auditor an audited financial statement in a form that will allow
comparison with and correction of material differences in the unaudited data. The
audited financial statement must also provide a statement of assurance pertaining
to compliance with uniform financial accounting and reporting standards and a
copy of the management letter submitted to the school district by its auditor.

The audit must be conducted in compliance with generally accepted governmental
auditing standards, the Federal Single Audit Act and the Minnesota Legal
Compliance Guide issued by the Office of the State Auditor.
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F. The sSchool bBoard must approve the audit report by resolution or require a
further or amended report.

G. The administration shall report to the sSchool bBoard regarding any actions
necessary to correct any deficiencies or exceptions noted in the audit.

H. The accounts and records of the school district shall also be subject to audit and
inspection by the State Auditor to the extent provided in Minn. Stat. Ch. 6.

706 ACCEPTANCE OF GIFTS

PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to provide guidelines for the acceptance of gifts by the
School Board.

GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY
s £The policy of this school district is to accept gifts only in compliance with state law.
ACCEPTANCE OF GIFTS GENERALLY

The School Board may receive, for the benefit of the school district, bequests, donations
or gifts for any proper purpose. The sSchool bBoard shall have the sole authority to
determine whether any gift or any precondition, condition, or limitation on use included
in a proposed gift furthers the interests of or benefits the school district and whether it
should be accepted or rejected.

GIFTS OF REAL OR PERSONAL PROPERTY

The sSchool bBoard may accept a gift, grant or devise of real or personal property only by
the adoption of a resolution approved by two-thirds of its members. The resolution must
fully describe any conditions placed on the gift. The real or personal property so accepted
may not be used for religious or sectarian purposes.

ADMINISTRATION IN ACCORDANCE WITH TERMS

If the sSchool bBoard agrees to accept a bequest, donation, gift, grant or devise which
contains preconditions, conditions or limitations on use, the sSchool-bBoard shall attempt
to administer it in accordance with the intent of the terms. Once accepted, a gift shall be
the property of the school district unless otherwise provided in the agreed upon terms.

905 ADVERTISING
l. PURPOSE

The purpose of this policy is to provide guidelines for the advertising or promoting of products
or services to students and parents in the schools.

Il.  GENERAL STATEMENT OF POLICY

His The school district's policy is that the name, facilities, staff, students, or any part of the
school district shall not be used for advertising or promoting the interests of a commercial or
nonprofit agency or organization except as set forth below.

I11.  ADVERTISING GUIDELINES

A. School publications, including publications such as programs and calendars, may
accept and publish paid advertising provided they receive advance approval from
the appropriate administrator. In no instance shall publications accept advertising
for alcohol, tobacco, electronic cigarettes, drugs, drug paraphernalia, weapons, or
pornographic or illegal materials. Advertisements may be rejected by the school
district if determined to be inconsistent with the educational objectiveness of the
school district or inappropriate for inclusion in the publication. The faculty
advisor is responsible for screening all such advertising for appropriateness,
including compliance with the school district policy prohibiting sexual, gender,
disability, ethnic, racial, and religious harassment.

B. The district may approve advertising in school district facilities or on school
district property. Any approval will state precisely where such advertising may
be placed. The restrictions listed in Section A above will apply. Advertising will
not be allowed outside the specific area approved by the School Board. Specific
advertising must be approved by the superintendent or designee. In no instance
will an advertising device be erected or maintained within 100 feet of a school
that is visible to and primarily intended to advertise and inform or to attract or
which does attract the attention of operators and occupants of motor vehicles.

C. Donations that include or carry advertisements must be approved by the
superintendent or designee.

D. The school district or a school may acknowledge a donation it has received from
an organization by displaying a "donated by", "sponsored in part by", or a similar
by-line with the organization’s name and/or symbol on the item. Examples

include activity programs or yearbooks.
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E. Nonprofit entities and organizations may be allowed to use the school district
name, students, or facilities for purposes of advertising or promotion if the
purpose is determined to be educationally related and prior approval is obtained
from the superintendent or designee. Advertising will be limited to the specific
event or purpose approved by the superintendent or designee.

F. The inclusion of advertisements in school district publications, in school district
facilities, or on school district property does not constitute approval and/or
endorsement of any product, organization, or activity.

IV. ACCOUNTING

Advertising revenues must be accounted for and reported in compliance with UFARS.
